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RANNOCH SCHOOL

Former Pupils’ Association

Constitution


Name:

The organisation shall be called Rannoch Former Pupils’ Association (“the Association or RFPA”)

Objects:

To maintain and further links between the Rannoch Association Trust ( a Registered Charity established by former pupils for preserving the name of Rannoch School, its records and artifacts) and former pupils and staff of Rannoch School.

To support and promote the development of the Rannoch Association Trust (“the Trust”) which reflects the former School’s values.

To stimulate interest in the RFPA and the Trust and to acknowledge the history of the School.

Membership:

Membership RFPA shall be open to all former pupils of Rannoch School and to certain other categories of person as described below subject to the approval of the Management Committee and on payment of whatever subscription may from time to time be applied.

Classes of Membership:

All bona fide former pupils shall automatically be classed as Ordinary Members. In addition there shall be two further classes of membership:

Associate Membership shall be open to former members of the Staff of the School.

Honorary Membership shall be awarded at the discretion of the Management Cttee to persons, not necessarily of the former categories, who have given special service to the School or to the RFPA.

Organisation:

The RSFPA shall elect from its Ordinary Members a Chairman, Secretary and Treasurer and shall be governed by a Management Committee consisting, including the above mentioned Officers, of not less than five and not more than nine members. 

One third of the Management Cttee shall retire each year and be eligible for re-election by the Ordinary Members at the Annual General Meeting.

The Management Cttee shall:

Supervise and control the affairs of the RFPA

Make rules for the conduct and government of RFPA

In the case where specific skill or knowledge is required have the power to co-opt.

Have the power to appoint Sub-Committees or Working Groups to deal with the various aspects of RFPA business which shall answer to the Management Cttee.

A quorum shall be four members.

The Treasurer shall be responsible for the opening and maintenance of a suitable bank account and for the proper keeping of financial records as required by law.

In addition to the above the Management Cttee shall, if deemed necessary, appoint the following additional Officers, who may attend meetings ex-officio:-

A Membership Secretary

To establish and maintain all necessary membership records.

To ensure that personal data is secure in accordance with the Data Protection Act and if required to oversee the registration of RFPA under that Act.

Not to release personal information other than for a legitimate purpose authorised by the Management Cttee.

A Communications Officer

To investigate and establish all practical methods of communication between members and RFPA .

To be responsible for regular circulation of Notices and of news concerning RFPA including, if required, a Newsletter and for dealing with any media or other public relations.

Location etc:

The primary office of RSFPA shall be based in XXXXX to which in the first instance all official communication should be addressed. A nominated person (who may or may not be a Member) shall oversee enquiries and/or communicate with the relevant Officers.

In addition, where there is sufficient demand, the Management Cttee may from time to time authorise the establishment of branches in the UK and abroad. Such branches shall organise on similar lines to the main body and shall be responsible to it in their conduct.

Where there is insufficient demand, either in the UK or overseas, individual Members may volunteer to act as local contacts.

Meetings:

The Management Cttee shall meet not less than twice a year and may meet more often if required.

The Annual General Meeting of RFPA shall be held in the month of xxx and the procedure shall be as follows:

To confirm minutes of the last general meeting.

To receive Reports from the Chairman, Secretary and Treasurer.

To elect or re-elect for the following year members of the Management Cttee and such Officers as may be required within this Constitution.

To discuss Any Other Business of which notice has been given to the Secretary at least 14 days in advance.

Members at an Annual General meeting may, if they choose, elect or re-elect a President of the Association to serve for a term of XXX years.

At an Annual General meeting  XXX members shall form a quorum.

Extraordinary General Meetings

An Extraordinary General Meeting may be called at any time either on the initiative of the Management Committee or within 30 days of a written requisition being received by the Secretary.  The requisition must be signed by not less than XXX  Ordinary Members specifying the business to be discussed.  No business other than that specified shall be discussed.

A minimum of 14 days’ notice of an EGM will be required, to be taken from the date of posting

Any required Notices.

At an Extraordinary General Meeting a quorum shall be xxxx Ordinary Members.

Voting:

Only Ordinary Members of the Association shall be entitled to vote on any business conducted at the Annual General Meeting or any EGM.

All decisions shall be by majority vote and the Chairman shall exercise a casting vote.

Postal votes will be acceptable and must be received by the Secretary at least fourteen days before the relevant meeting.

Subscriptions:

Ordinary Members shall pay an annual subscription of £xxxx

Associate Members shall pay an annual subscription of £xxx

Honorary Members shall not be required to pay a subscription.

 Rannoch Association Trust:

The R A Trust has been established as the body responsible for the ownership, preservation and maintenance of original records, memorabilia, artifacts and related items of Rannoch School and has the vested powers to provide support and guidance to the RFPA in its formation and future development and the Association recognizes the work of the Trust and acknowledges the position of the Trust in its overall responsibility.

Winding up:

In the event of a winding up of RFPA any remaining funds and assets of the organisation shall be transferred to the Rannoch Association Trust or to such other organisation having similar objects as shall be decided by the Management Cttee.

Amendments to the Constitution:

No amendments to this constitution shall be made save those properly decided at an Annual General Meeting which do not conflict with the stated objects of RFPA.

Trading:

At the discretion of the Management Cttee RFPA shall from time to time undertake trading for the purposes of fund-raising and promotion.
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
